This formative version is valuable to you, your advisor, the fieldwork coordinator, and your site supervisor as a way of identifying gaps in your knowledge/skills that need filling or for project selection during your first practica.


 


3.  Prior to 2nd Practicum:  This version of the competency assessment instrument must be submitted before your second practicum.  This formative version is valuable to you and your practicum site supervisor as a way of identifying gaps in your knowledge, skills, or experiences that need filling, or for project selection during your final practicum experience.


        


4.  Final:  A fourth and final competency assessment instrument should be submitted after your final practicum and all coursework has been completed.  The final instrument is a critical part of your portfolio, the exit requirement for the School Media Program. This summative version is valuable to you, your advisor, and the SM Director for assessing your intellectual and professional growth during your academic program.
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
